
In class, we are going to be learning how to write amazing sensory descriptions. We are going to learn about similes, metaphors, personification and more!  We are going to hear literature that exemplifies these characteristics…then we are going to try our hand at them!  
We are going to do this in the form of a descriptive writing activity, which we call, “Winter Wonderland”.  Each student will create their own “Winter Wonderland” in their imaginations, and then put all the sights, sounds, smells, tastes and feelings into their essay. They will end up with a five paragraph essay about their “Winter Wonderland”.
At home, students will be drawing or creating their “Winter Wonderland”.  This part of the project is completely open to each child’s creativity.  They may either draw a picture to represent their ideas, make a poster or possibly a diorama. It is completely up to each family on how to best represent their child’s project.  **I will be sending home the graphic organizer of your child’s ideas by the end of the week in order for you to start working on the project.  
You will receive an invitation for our “Winter Wonderland” celebration.  The posters/projects need to be in school by that day.
